Interestingly, one suggestion that has gathered momentum is
the introduction of the ancient West Country tradition of “Wassailing the
Orchard”.  Wassailing is an old custom that takes place on Old Twelfth Night
(17th January, pre 1752 and the adoption in Britain of the Gregorian
calendar, or thereabouts) to exhort apple trees to fruit well the following
season.  Customs and songs differ from place to place.  At many events.
cider is poured on to the roots and shots fired through the branches to ward
off evil spirits.  Warm cider is drunk and toast soaked in cider is placed in the
branches for the robin.  Wassail songs are also sung.

As Twelfth Night falls on a Thursday in 2019, and most of us will be returning
from work on that night, the group are considering undertaking this ancient
ceremony on the evening of Saturday 19th January, with a proposed time of
around 7.00pm.  Needless to say, nobody will be discharging firearms in the
orchard!  A little pot and pan banging may serve as an alternative.  So please
pencil in the evening of  19th January for this fun event!

Reflecting on the key events of the past orchard year, one can best describe
it as a year of transition from planting to a project in which the processing
element has started to come to the fore.  The group are consequently
applying themselves to meeting the challenges presented by the shear
growth of the harvests going forward.

Finally, let us hope that the harvest of 2019 produces a cider as popular and
well received as that of  2018!
